EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

An ordinance amending Chapter 11 of the Code of Ordinances to revise fees for the Public Health and
Hurnan Services Department effective October 1, 2013,

DISCUSSION:

Annually, as part of the budget process, staff reviews current fees and recommends adjustments. Cumrently,
fees for hedith services are delineated in Section 11-17. The department bills Medicaid for these services
when the client is Medicaid-eligible. However, Medicaid regulations prohibit us, as a provider, from charging
Medicaid more than we are charging any other payee. Some of the fees in the curent ordinance are below
the current Medicaid reimbursement rate, resuiting in loss of potential revenue. Since Medicaid rates can
change from time to time, we are proposing the ordinance state that all health services fees match the
current Medicaid invoice rate.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Additional fees will generate approximately $49.740 in revenue.
