EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

The Parks & Recreation Department was approached by a representative of the Shepard Boulevard
Neighborhood Association regarding the renaming of the Old 63 Roadside Park to Sterling W. Wyatt Park. In
2012, Army Specialist Wyatt lost his life while on patrol in Afghanistan. The P&R Commission, at their
September 19, 2013 meeting, recommended three names to Council: Old 63 Roadside Memorial Park, Patriot
Memorial Park, and Stering W. Wyatt Park. At the October 7, 2013 meefting, Council directed staff to
proceed with legislation that will officially rename Old 63 Roadside Park to Sterling W. Wyatt Park.

DISCUSSION:

The P&R Department was approached by Mr. Rod Robison, who at the time was an officer with the Shepard
Blvd Neighborhood Association, with a suggestion of renaming Old 63 Roadside Park, 1001 Old 63 South, to
something that would recognize Army Specidlist Sterling William Wyatt, a former Shepard resident who lost his
life while on patrolin Afghanistan. Spc. Wyatt grew up in Columbia attending Shepard Elementary, Lange
Middle School, Oakland Junior High and Rock Bridge High School.

Park staff has confirmed that there are no legaiissues regarding the Old 63 Roadside Park name. There are
no deed requirements nor were there federal funds used for the acquisition or development of the park. In
fact, the park was among a list of 41 parks that was officially named by the City Council in 2010. Link:

The Parks & Recreation Commission discussed numerous possible names for the park at their September 19,
2013 meeting. After discussion, the Commission voted unanimously to recommend three names to the
Council for their consideration:

-0ld 63 Roadside Memorial Park

-Patriot Memorial Park

-Sterling W. Wyatt Park

Staff submitted a report at the October 7, 2013 Council meeting which included the existing park naming
guidelines, P&R Commission minutes, and naming suggestions. By unanimous vote, the Council directed staff
to return with an ordinance that will officially rename the park to "Sterling W. Wyatt Park.”
